Date of manufacture, August 1929 (confirmed by chassis number & reference to Morris Register of NSW).
Chassis number 293738.
Engine number 431325.
Body believed to have been built in Australia either by Kirkhams of Sydney or Holdens.
Believed to have once been owned by A. J. Law of Military Road, Neutral Bay, who had a wreckers yard specialising in Morris cars next to his wife's second hand furniture shop. The car was "built up" for his wife using "bullnose" Morris "Oxford" axles and narrow track mudguards, a not uncommon practice in competition circles of the day in order to utilize the much better braking of the "Oxford" and retain the three stud wheels of the "Cowley" - "flat nose " Oxfords having 5 stud wheels. A "Cowley" so fitted came second in the inaugural Australian Grand Prix of 1928.
The vehicle was one of the original cars in the Morris Register of NSW, later sold to an orchardist in Dural who also owned a tractor sales business at Round Corner.
Since purchased by the present owner some 20 years ago, the following work has since been carried out:-
• Clutch recorked.
• Dynostart overhauled.
• Replacement differential/torque tube.
• Gearbox overhaul.
• Valve overhaul.
• Oil pump repair.
• Steering column replaced.
• Magneto overhaul.
• Repainted 1988 in original colours.
Vehicle used between 1983-1990 in Regularity Trials at Historic Race meetings at Amaroo Park and Oran Park - 5 wins, four straight between 1988/89.
 
Hood, side curtains, tyres and brakes in Al condition when car purchased and not renewed. Rear seat belt harnesses for children fitted. Also blinkers and stoplight.
All instrumentation and equipment, with the exception of the blinkers, stop light and rear seat harnesses, is original, and the vehicle has been maintained in good touring condition. Took part in the 1988 Bicentennial International Vintage and Veteran Car rally
